ENERGY RENOVATION

 

Energy renovations should provide buildings with an increased value - financially and 
environmentally. At the same time, the increased value can help to optimise the function of a 
building, improve the comfort and indoor climate and create a more beautiful architecture. 
 
An ambitious energy reduction goal should be seen in connection with the more general increased 
value for the achieved NEBs (Non-Energy Benefits). 
 
Investing in a renovation, conversion or extension is not about more insulation and technology. To 
begin with, it is about identifying the inherent qualities that could be rethought and strengthened by 
means of a renovation, conversion or extension. The result is significant improvements and new 
opportunities. 
 
By changing the use of certain spaces, for instance, it is possible to achieve energy-efficient 
improvements at a low cost and, at the same time, provide the building with a new social layout. 
 
The approach should be to look at the existing conditions with a particular focus on the interior 
spaces, daylight, the location of the various functions in the building, outdoor spaces and the 
relationship between the buildings as well as an analysis of the physical condition of the building. 
 
Renovation projects differ in terms of the extent of changes made. However, they all aim to minimise 
the inconvenience to the users in connection with the building process. 
 
By means of a qualified reorganisation of the programme and functions, renovation, conversion or 
extension, the architecture can contribute to enhance the quality of life - socially and mentally.
